It wasn’t a glamourous role; she was 
playing a character closer to her age. Playing a middle-aged 
Maharashtrian housewife rediscovering herself in America, 
she got all the nuances bang on and was a delight to watch. 

Now, with Mom (2017), she’s all set to provide us with 
a knockout performance once more. It’s supposed to be an 
intense drama where she, like a lioness, comes to the rescue of 
her daughter. One can truly imagine her acing the role. Being 
mother of two teenage girls, she certainly has plenty to draw 
upon. It’s heartening to see that while elder daughter Jhanvi 
is being groomed for a debut, Sri is still in the fray, getting 
author-backed roles. It’s a sign of maturity of our industry 
perhaps and her timelessness… We wish her the best for Mom 
and many more milestones yet to come…
